Notes du diacre Tim - Notes from Deacon Tim

Nous approchons a grands pas de la fin de ’année liturgique. En effet, dimanche prochain, lorsque nous célébrerons la féte du Christ-Roi,
ce sera le dernier dimanche de année liturgique. L’Eglise nous invite donc a réfléchir a la fin des choses. Notre monde, dans lequel nous
passons tant de temps a planifier et a assurer notre avenir terrestre, n’est que temporaire. Nos vies ne dureront pas éternellement. Les
projets que nous faisons doivent toujours étre dépendants et conditionnels et tenir compte de notre destin final.

Jésus nous met en garde contre de nombreux événements qui sembleront étre la fin, mais qui ne le seront pas. Beaucoup de premiers
chrétiens pensaient que la persécution était un signe de la fin du monde. Jésus, cependant, nous rappelle qu’elle

fait partie intégrante de la vie courante de I’Eglise dont nous faisons partie, et qu’il en a toujours été ainsi. Eloignons-nous de la fin du
monde prophétisée par beaucoup aucours des siécles.

Nous ne nous préparons pas a la fin en garantissant notre avenir, nous ne le pouvons pas,
mais en vivant pleinement avec Dieu et pour Dieu G chaque instant de chaque jour par la priére, en absorbant le message de I’Evangile et en
devenant semblables au Christ. Ainsi, peu importe quand Il viendra nous chercher, nous serons préts.

We are coming very close to the end of the Church year. In fact, next Sunday, when we celebrate the feast of Christ the King is the last Sunday
of the liturgical year. So, the Church invites us to think about the end of things. Our world, in which we spend so much time planning and
securing our worldly future, is only temporary. Our lives will not last forever. The plans we make must always be dependent and conditional and
take our final destiny into account.

Jesus warns of many events that will seem like the end, but they will not be. Many early Christians thought that persecution was a sign of the
coming of the end of the world. Jesus, however, reminds us that it is an integral part of the Church’s ongoing life that we are part of, and so it
has been and is. Let’s step away from the end of the world as prophesized by many over the centuries is coming. There is another end we all
must face that is totally outside our control, the end of our bodily life here on earth. Are we ready for that? There is only one effective way to
prepare. To live each day fully in the company of Jesus. We do not prepare for the end by guaranteeing our future, we can’t, but by living fully
with God and for God at every moment of every day through payer, absorbing the message of the Gospel, and becoming Christ-Like.
