Today's readings invite us to contemplate one of the most tender images in all of Scripture, Jesus as the shepherd who leads and
cares for his flock. Through the institution of priesthood, we heard Father Cyril speak about last week, He continues to care for
His flock. Let us pray for vocations: Heavenly Father, speak clearly to the hearts of young people. In the midst of distractions and
noise, help them hear your gentle call. Awaken in them a desire to seek Your will above all else. Give them courage to follow
where You lead, even when it requires sacrifice. Surround them with mentors who will guide and encourage them. Lord, plant
seeds of vocation in their hearts and nurture them in Your grace. May they grow in faith and trust, discovering the joy of serving
You. Lead them into the fullness of life You have prepared for them. Amen.

Reflection on the Holy Father’s Call for Peace, Human Dignity,
and Moral Responsibility in Public Life

16 April 2026, Ottawa — In light of recent public commentary swrounding the Holy Father's
appeals for peace, the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops’ (CCCB) Communications Service
wishes to reiterate several principles of Catholic teaching that remain especially relevant in times of
war and international tension.

Pope Leo’s witness in such moments is moral and pastoral, not partisan. His words remind the world
that peace 1s never advanced by contempt, that leadership requires restraint, and that the suffering of
innocent people should always be avoided as much as possible.

Catholic teaching holds that war is subject to strict conditions of moral legitimacy. The use of force
cannot be presumed to be just a priori; it must satisfy grave and demanding criteria, and may be
considered only as a last resort. Even where force is judged permuissible, the protection of civilians
remains a fundamental obligation. The destruction of essential civilian infrastructure and the
resulting suffering of non-combatants are to be avoided.

It is also important to recall that imagery or rhetoric presenting political leaders in terms that belong
uniquely to Christ and His saving work is wholly unfitting. In addition to being disrespectful, such
representations blur the proper distinetion between faith and political power, distorting the meaning
of both.

As a Catholic institution with a national mandate, the CCCB does not intervene in the internal
political affairs of other countries. At the same time, recent events make it opportune to underscore
the moral principles that should inform public life everywhere, including truthfulness, humility,
reverence, and concern for the innocent.

The faithful in Canada are encouraged to continue praying for the Holy Father, for peace among
nations, and for all who suffer because of war.

Réflexion sur I'appel du Saint-Pére a la paix, a la dignité humaine
et a la responsabilité morale dans la vie publique

16 avril 2026, Ottawa — Pour donner suite aux récents commentaires publics concernant les appels du
Saint-Pére pour la paix, le Service des communications de la Conférence des évéques catholiques du
Canada (CECC) souhaite réitérer plusieurs principes de l'enseignement catholique qui demeurent
particuliérement pertinents en temps de guerre et de tensions internationales.

En de tels moments, le témoignage du pape Léon XTIV se veut de nature morale et pastorale, non partisane.
Ses paroles rappellent au monde entier que la paix ne peut jamais étre obtenue par le mépris, que le
leadership exige de la retenue, et que la souffrance des innocents doit toujours étre évitée autant que
possible.

L’enseignement catholique affirme que la guerre est soumise 4 des conditions strictes de 1égitimité morale.
Le recours a la force ne peut étre présumé juste a priort; il doit satisfaire a des critéres graves et exigeants
et ne peut étre envisagé qu’en dernier recours. Méme lorsque la force est jugée admissible, la protection des
civils demeure une obligation fondamentale. La destruction des infrastructures civiles essentielles et les
souffrances qui en résultent pour les non-combattants doivent étre évitées.

11 est également important de rappeler que toute image ou rhétorique présentant les dirigeants politiques en
des termes propres au Christ et 4 Son plan de salut est totalement inappropriée. Outre le manque de respect
qu’elles suscitent, de telles représentations brouillent la distinction essentielle entre la foi et le pouvoir
politique, et en faussent leur signification.

En tant qu’organisation catholique ayant un mandat national, la CECC n’intervient pas dans les affaires
politiques intérieures des autres pays. Toutefois, les événements récents offrent 1’occasion de souligner les
principes moraux qui devraient guider la vie publique partout, notamment la vérité, I'humilité, le respect et
la sollicitude envers les innocents.

Les fidéles au Canada sont encouragés a continuer de prier pour le Saint-Pére, pour la paix entre les nations
et pour tous ceux et celles qui souffrent des conséquences de la guerre.
